R. Andrew O’Brien. Vista pruning to maintain view corridor per Town guidelines at 83 Pleasant Pines Ave., Centerville as
shown on Assessor’s Map 233 Parcel 054. DA-16044

The applicant was represented by Dan Ojala, P. E. of Down Cape Engineering.

Issues discussed:
o Ms. Karle raised a question regarding the fate of the oak stumps that were currently suckering back
e  The Commission was OK with the oak stumps (within the vicinity of the path) to be maintained as flush-cut stumps.
The other oaks away from the path should be maintained with selected sprout management.

A motion was made to issue a negative determination with the submission of a revised plan, indicating the location of the
oaks to be flush-cut, and oak with selective sprout management with selected leader.
