Bill Hearn completed the evidential review and is part of the quorum.

The applicant was represented by Arlene Wilson of A.M. Wilson Associates.
A shellfish report from Megalodon Environmental was submitted.

Issues discussed:
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There was discussion about the survey location samples.

There was discussion on the length of the proposed dock.

The proposed boat is a 34’ Regulator with a 35” draft.

There is not 12” of water under the boat with the current length of the pier.

The current boat sits in the mud during the low, low tides twice per month.

If allowed to trim the motor, the dock could be shortened some.

There are concerns with the neighbors’ navigational ability.

A very small amount of dredging could alleviate the necessity for extending the dock.
A question was raised how long the dock needs to be to get the depth for the draft of the
motor.

The concept of dredging vs. lengthening the dock was discussed.

e A new NOI would need to be submitted if dredging is needed for this location.

e The Regulations regarding dredging were discussed.

There was no public comment.

e The Waterways Committee will meet on January 25", A sketch of the pier with a straight
extension vs. the angle will be drawn up.

o The sketch will show the old low water line, the new low water line, the length of the
existing dock and the proposed dock.

A continuance to February 15, 2022 was requested.
