III. NEW BUSINESS:

Discussion on the Town’s Local Comprehensive Plan: Marine Water
Quality, Shellfish, and Aquaculture.

James Kupfer, Director of Planning and Development for the Town of Barnstable,
introduced the Local Comprehensive Plan and provided a detailed overview of its content
and implementation strategy.

The Waterways Committee offered the following comments regarding the plan’s reference
to marine water quality, shellfish resources, and aquaculture:

e CTD Access/ long time closure to vehicles; supporting enhancing commercial
access

¢ Rising Water particularly CTD concerns parking lot closure/flooding; this has now
become a Resiliency Project.

o Shellfisheries during dredging; this is a separate Comprehensive Plan but was
mentioned.

e Baxter Purchase (expanding Reactional/Commercial Access).

e Commercial vs Recreation Access Maintain and possible expansion due to demand
and being a Maritime Community.

In conclusion, the expansion of land/piers/docks/water shed for recreational and
commercial access was discussed. Long term planning for Public/Commercial Access
along our waterway was a small portion within the Comprehensive Plan; due to
Barnstable being a maritime community we (MEA) should be supporting this venture into
the future. Waterways Committee wanted more of a focus on the “Maritime Community”
and more to be added to the Comprehensive Plan for the Town’s maintenance of existing
structure and expansion of future community access.

Furthermore, the Committee is looking to support the Aquaculture (Oysters) to enhance
water quality.

Mr. Kupfer stated that the comments offered will be provided to the Local Comprehensive
Planning Committee for consideration.
